He 

aroused enthusiasm with his unusual concept 

for The Degussa Group, by winning the 

international competition from which he 

profited by becoming the  commission for the 

Innovation Awards. He placed this in scene 

with a spectacular event in Dusseldorf.   

Thousand of Colours and Shapes 

He uses bright colours as an important picture-

constituting means, emphatically detailed, in 

favour of a freely associated "Dream Painting" 

with fantastic sceneries. A poetic, often ro-

mantic image language of expressive forms, 

archaic signs and cosmic symbols, brings 

expression to the unconscious world, arising



idiosyncratic implementation to canvas, that 

the artist – despite a birth defect to one eye-

 half blind – summarizes his sceneries three-

dimensionally for the viewer. As a human 

open to all unconceivable sides, he always 

experiments with new techniques and issues 

– both in the fields of fine art, music, word as 

well as in the performing arts.
